Contestants will receive an application after emailing Katie Bauer at katielynchbauer@gmail.com with
interest. Contestants will be scored based on the short-essay application, personal interview, and on-
stage presentation.

Contestants will be expected to arrive at 4:30 p.m. at the Township Hall on Thursday, July 29, 2021.*
Judging will begin shortly after. The pageant will take place at 7 p.m. that night in front of the Merritt
Township Hall. Contestants will be dressed in their formal gowns.

Contestants must be 17 through 21 years of age, single, resident of a Township, in high school or
attending college, post-secondary school, or trade school, and have a general knowledge of farming. All
applications must be turned in no later than Friday, July 23, 2021.

The chosen Queen will receive $1,000 to use towards education. 1% Runner-up will receive $500 and 2™
Runner-Up will receive $250. Prizes will be distributed at the end of a successful reign (July 2022).
